Vision of at least 20/30 Snellen in one eye and 20/50 in the other, with or without corrective lenses is recommended to be able to assess operations up to 40 metres from the lifting point.

Pārongo aromatawai me te taumata paearu | Assessment information and grade criteria
Assessment specifications:
Pre-start checks include checking lifting equipment for any issues, check SWL or WLL, crane certifications and carry out site inspection. If the weekly checks are also due at the time of assessment prior to operation these must be included in the pre-start checks. 
Communication methods refer to overhead crane hand signals. Radio communication and may include other methods as appropriate.
Lifting equipment may include slings, chains, magnets, lifting beams and spreader bars.
Pre-start documentation may include logbooks, inspection templates and relevant certifications.
Assessment must involve a minimum of two different assessor-observed operations including lifting, travelling, unloading/ placing of regular loads in accordance with the lift plan.
Definitions
Cab-Controlled Gantry crane refers to a crane that generally has an overhead beam as a main part of their structure and an elevated operator cab.
Industry good practice – practice that meets the requirements of the Approved Code of Practice for Cranes, Approved Code of Practice for Load-lifting Rigging, and the Crane Safety Manual.
Regular loads have the characteristics of uniform weight distribution, concentric loading or regular proportions, known lifting points, and repetitively lifted.
